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Yesterday morning Don & Cindy hopped on
their Black 03 GL-1800 and Beanie & | hopped on
our Red GL-1500SE for a 75 mile ride to
Tampa. We were on our way to visit Hampton &
ShaRon Conway from Chapter MD-B (Former Re-
gion B Couple of the Year). They are staying at
the RV Park at Lazy Days RV. We only made
about 25 miles of the trip before we had a slight
problem.

We had been heading south on US-27 and
were about 6 miles north of I-4 when we saw a
sheriff's car heading north, getting ready to make a
left turn in front of us (with his lights flashing). We
were lead bike (left part of lane one) and Don &
Cindy were in the right part of lane one. Itis a
three lane road with a 65 mph speed limit, and had
a turn lane to our right. There wasn't much traffic,
and there was nobody close on our tail, so we
stopped to yield right-of-way to the sheriff's car. A
few moments after stopping | heard a
squealing of tires behind us and saw a
Saturn lon getting very large in my rear
view mirrors. Somehow he missed the
Brocks’ bike but was probabily still doing
30 when he hit us. It was a direct impact
to the back of our bike and probably
moved us, from a dead stop, about 30 or
40 feet. Beanie was on the ground with
her feet towards the bike and | was on
the ground with my feet away from the
bike and our heads were next to each
other.

| laid there for awhile until | hear
Beanie moaning — then got up to see how
she was (Don & Cindy were already there
with us). In the photo of the bike on its side
you can see Don & Cindy and the sheriff hov-
ering over Beanie. We think the reason she
was worse off than me was that she probably
got the wind knocked out of her. She spent
some time with EMS folks and was even in
the ambulance on a stretcher before she de-
cided she was OK enough to not go to the
hospital. By the way, the car’s driver was
cited for careless driving.

Today we are both sore and bruised,
but otherwise doing fine. Florida is not a hel-
met state, but had we not been wearing all
the right gear — we would probably be in the

hospital, ...or worse. Both helmets are damaged
(especially hers), and my leather jacket is badly
scuffed as are my chaps. We are both Level 4 rid-
ers and had all our protective gear on (gloves,
boots, chaps, leather jackets, and helmets).

The bike was hauled to a Honda shop and
we are awaiting the results of their inspection. I'm
guessing the frame and drive-train took a hit, and
there is a lot of broken plastic. Both saddlebags
were destroyed as well as the rest of the rear of the
bike (except the trunk). All the framework that
holds the saddlebags & trunk is destroyed, and the
left side of the fairing is broken. It may be totaled,
but we'll just have to see what they say.

We are so glad we were wearing all the right
stuff. Although we don't feel perfect today — we
feel very lucky to have come out of this as well as
we did.

As of Spring 2009, Honda will discontinue pro-
duction of motorcycles at its Marysville plant.
“All motorcycle production from the Marysville
Motorcycle Plant and the historic Hamamatsu
factory in Japan will be consolidated in 2009 at
a new motorcycle plant in Kumamoto, Japan,”
stated a news release from Honda.

Ed Miller, spokesman for Honda of America,
said there will be no layoffs of the 450 full-time
associates the plant employs. They will be ab-
sorbed into the Honda auto plant in various
capacities.

“They will become part of the auto team,”
Miller said. “But the closure is a year away so
we will have time to make good decisions for
everyone as to where exactly they will go.”

He would not say how many temporary work-
ers the plant employs and did not know what
their agencies would do with them.

Akio Hamada, president & CEO of Honda of
America, said he sees the decision to re-direct
focus in Ohio towards automobile operations
as an opportunity.

“Our motorcycle plant associates in Marysville
are dedicated and focused on customer satis-
faction,” Hamada said in a press release.
“They will strengthen the rest of Honda of
America with their knowledge, experience and
tremendous spirit.”

Miller said the motorcycle market has shifted
and Honda needed to make the move to be
able to accommodate that shift.

“The market for motorcycles of all types is very
competitive,” Miller said. “We need to produce
higher tech motorcycles and the plants where
they are built need to be higher tech as well
and closer to research and development.”
Miller wanted to reassure the community the
motorcycle plant closure is not the preview to
auto plant closure. He said the auto plant and
motorcycle plant are in different market posi-
tions. While production had slowed at the mo-
torcycle plant, the auto plant is seeing record

growth, Miller said. He added that Ohio meets
many of the auto plant’s needs over and
above the simple production.

“On the auto side, we have a totally integrated
operation in Ohio — that is we produce them
as design, engineer, test and do research, all
of that in Ohio,” Miller said. “The other fact of
the Ohio auto operation is that our Ohio asso-
ciates have been leaders all over North Amer-
ica at our new plant sites.”

That is not the case with the motorcycle plant.
“Our motorcycle business did not develop that
way, because the main motorcycle market is
not in the U.S.,” Miller said. “So the integrated
expertise for motorcycles resides in Japan.”
Miller noted that economic factors in the U.S.
did play a role in the closure, but were not a
major factor. He said the market for motorcy-
cles will rebound.

“But for the long term, we need to recover our
cost and focus on technology and that needs
to take place at a new plant that is centralized
around all facets of the motorcycle business,”
Miller said.

As for the current Marysville motorcycle plant,
Miller said the building’s fate has not yet been
determined. He said it could be “re-purposed”
for auto production.

“That would be one option, but we haven't
made a decision,” Miller said
